Belgian Days for business 

Between the 9-20 of November Warsaw will host a series of cultural and business events associated with the Belgian Days 2010 organized by the Belgian Business Chamber. It is a great opportunity to strengthen contacts between Polish and Belgian companies. 

The program includes among others the Belgian-Polish Forum on Innovation in Water Treatment devoted to innovations in water purification (9th of November) as well as the Belgian-Polish Forum on Corporate Social Responsibility (19th of November). Both events will take place in Warsaw. 
During the Belgian-Polish Forum on Innovation in Water Treatment investment projects for water treatment plants in Poland will be presented. There will also be an opportunity to exchange experiences with Belgian companies, which have an internationally recognized know-how in that sector. 

The Belgian-Polish Forum on CSR will deal with the implementation of CSR into a company’s business strategy in order to increase its value and competitiveness. The media patron of the Forum is Brief magazine, and CRNavigator, while partners include FOB and CSRinfo. During the conference there will be a lottery with prizes prepared by wards. 
– Belgium is an important business partner for Poland. It ranks in the top ten countries within the European Union in terms of trade with Poland – says Marc Cottyn, CEO of the Belgian Business Chamber. – According to CSO data, over 500 companies on the Polish market operate with Belgian capital. In recent years there has been an apparent acceleration of Belgian capital inflows to the Polish market and the trend persists – added Marc Cottyn. 
The biggest Belgian investors in Poland are ACP N.V., Betafence, CFE, Dossche, Electrabel, Fast logistics, Fortis Bank SA, Ghelamco, KBC N.V., Kinepolis, Lhoist, Megamar, Solvay, UCB, Vlassenroot and Univeg. In Belgium there is a growing number of registered small Polish companies, specializing in among others building services and renovations. In 2009 the main goods exported to Belgium from Poland were car parts and inventories, cars and silver. The largest share of Belgian imports include motor vehicles, pharmaceuticals and chemical industry products. 
Belgian Days 2010 are under the auspices of the Mazowiecki Serwis Gospodarczy, 48poland.com and Klub Integracji Europejskiej.
